The mission of the
group, both then and now, has been to promote the
spirit of Elbert Hubbard and his early Roycrofters,
and to keep the Arts & Crafts movement alive on the
Roycroft Campus and throughout the world. Through
the dedication of this group of preservationists, the
Roycroft Campus is a National Historic Landmark
since 1986

Our ONGOING ACTIVITIES include:

B THE APPIAN WAY - The brick walkway that con-
nects the campus to the newly restored Roycroft Inn. It
is bordered by perennial gardens and memorial bench-
es. RALA has recently installed an underground sprin
kler system. Lighting is currently being reproduced to
match the original campus fixtures. Engraved bricks
and granite blocks are still available for purchase.

B ROYCROFT SUMMER ART FESTIVAL - This annu-
al outdoor event is held the last full weekend each June.
Over 50 Artisans  and 30 plus Antique Dealers are on
hand selling their wares. Admission is free with live
entertainment and food is available.

B ROYCROFT WINTER ART FESTIVAL - Thirty five
Artisans display their work in the East Aurora Middle
School. This show has become a holiday shopping
tradition for many. There is a small admission fee and
food is available.

B ROYCROFT CHAMBER MUSIC FESTIVAL -
Musicians come from all over the US and Canada on
two June weekends to perform at St. Matthias Church
in East Aurora.

B LITTLE JOURNEYS SPEAKER SERIES - Held in the
spring, the evening begins with a short talk by a
Roycroft Artisan on their craft. Our main speakers

have included Frank Lloyd Wright historians, Arts &
Crafts specialists and are often centered on current
events in the East Aurora Community, such as the [}
restoration of the murals in the entrance of The
Roycroft Inn by local artist Constance Payne. =
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Other events include our Summer Membership picnic in
August and our Annual Meeting/Reception in October.
Membership to RALA includes an Artisan premium
which changes each year, and several yearly newslet-
ters, which are “published every once in awhile”, as
was Elbert Hubbard’s tradition. Your support of RALA
enables us to continue these activities and provide edu-
cational programs to local school districts on the history
of the Roycroft.
